Summary

The funeral service for former Group Officer Betty Docker, aged 81, was held at the Royal Military College, Duntroon.
Director of the Royal Australian Air Force Nursing Service (RAAFNS) Docker trained at the Alfred Hospital, Melbourne. She
then joined the hospital staff before enlisting with the RAAFNS in 1944. During her time in the service she fought for change
so married women could continue on as nurses and women could reach the highest ranks — something not allowed
previously. After 28 years with the RAAFNS Docker retired in 1975 having been awarded The Royal Red Cross (2nd Class),
1968; Royal Red Cross, 1970; the Florence Nightingale Medal, 1971 and the National Medal in 1977.
