Summary

A member of the National Party, De-Anne Kelly was elected to the House of Representatives of the Australian Parliament as
the Member for Dawson, Queensland in 1996. She has the distinction of being the first Nationals woman to be elected to the
House of Representatives. She was re-elected in 1998, 2001 and 2004, but was defeated at the 2007 election. During her
period in Parliament she served as Parliamentary Secretary to the Minister for Transport and Regional Services and to the
Minister for Trade. She held the portfolio of Veterans Affairs from 2003 until 2006.

Details

De-Anne Kelly grew up on the family’s cattle property in Queensland and completed her primary education by
correspondence. She attended secondary school in Rockhampton and won a scholarship to Queensland University, where
she gained a Bachelor of Electrical Engineering.
Before entering Parliament she ran her own business and also managed their cattle property with her husband, Roger.
